GADNET’S SELF-EVALUATION

The Secretariat has had a
rather busy summer
season. Sida has asked
GADNET to evaluate its
performance for the two
grant periods, the first
between 2004-06 and the
second 2007-09. In 2004,
Sida’s rad for utvecklings-
forskning introduced the
possibility for support to
national research net-
works with "The aim... to
find suitable channels for
researchers to present
frontier research relevant
to actors within the de-
velopment  cooperation
sphere.” Concerning the
evaluation, the terms of
reference state that
”The ultimate purpose of
the evaluation is to give
recommendations to Sida
on how best to promote
and encourage increased
contacts and exchange
between researchers and
practitioners.” The em-
phasis placed on re-

searcher/practitioner
relations by the terms
of references of the
self-evaluation needed
some ironing out since
the agreement between
Sida and GADNET for
2004-06 states that
“The primary object of
the project/programme
is to establish and sus-
tain a national multidis-
ciplinary network of
Swedish  researchers
with focus on Gender

and Development.”

However, since 2006
GADNET has been in a
process of creating a
practitioner-researcher
network, GADIP. A
first formal meeting was
held 12 December
2007. Thus, with this
formation GADNET
met with Sida’s
wishes for
contacts

has
increased
between

Swedish researchers and
practitioners .

Two assessors were ap-
pointed by Sida to evalu-

ate GADNET. The desk
studies are based on ma-

terial provided by the
network, such as year
reports, reports from

conferences, workshops
and Dreamcathers, pa-
pers presented at these
occasions and the News-
letters. The assessors are
expected to submit there
reports at the end of this
month. We are keenly
awaiting their results,
which will be reported
on in the next Newslet-

ter.

Earlier this year, GAD-
NET was asked by the
Faculty of Social Science,
University of Gothen-
burg to make an self-
evaluation, which will be
considered these weeks.
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Our plans for “Gender
Justice and Body Poli-
tics” at the University of
Cape Town, 4-6 Febru-
ary 2009 is at a very
advanced stage. The
closing date for submis-
sion of abstracts was, as
informed May 15, 2008.

We are happy that
many of our members
responded  positively.
The abstracts submit-
ted reflect the diverse

GADNET NYHETSBREYVY
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Utvecklingssamarbete och feministiska visioner

En rapport av Ann Schlyter

Den 14-15 Juli ordnade WIDE ett
natverksmote ”On the road again: Feminist
visions and strategies for Accra and Doha”.

Ann Schlyter deltog och rapporterar.

For att starka jamstalldhet i
utvecklingssamarbete har WIDE engagerat
sig i de processer som ska leda fram till
beslut under topp-motena i Accra i augusti
om bistandseffektivitet och en mojlig
revidering av Parisdeklarationen, samt i Doha
i december om bistandsfinansiering.  Jag
deltog frin GADNET eftersom jag jobbat i
WIDEs arbetsgrupp kring bistandseffektivitet.
Maria Malmstrom deltog i en konferens

tidigare i ar och har rapporterat i
Newsletter.
Motet i Madrid syftade till att starka

kvinnororelsens inflytande i dessa processer
genom att diskutera fram visioner och
strategier. Ett stort antal
kvinnoorganisationer fran 14 linder deltog.
Manga olika regioner i Spanien var
representrade. Presentationer holls av bland
andra Juana Bengoa, Cecilia Alemany Carmen
de la Cruz och Gigi Francisco. Mycket av
arbetet skedde i gruppdiskussioner. Tre
“brief issue papers” var framtagna som
underlag for diskussionerna. De handlade om
jamstalldhet i relation till begrepp i
Parisdeklarationen: ”country ownership”,

”mutal accountibility” samt "harmonisation”.

Det ar mycket teknikaliteter” kring
forberedelserna av Accra och Doha motena.
Det produceras dokument som ar
svarbegripliga, om inte annat sa beroende pa
det forkortningsvansinne som anvands inom
EU. Mycket av Madrid-motets tid togs i
ansprak av en inlarningsprocess.

Manga feministiska
aktivister orkar inte ens forsoka eftersom
det krivs sa mycket energi bara att satta sig
in i fragorna. | Madrid gjorde vi en tapper
anstrangning. Vi larde oss mycket och de
stora organisationerna kommer att vara
aktiva i sin lobbyverksamhet. Det ar dock
tveksamt i vilken utstrackning vi fick fram
strategier som kan leda till ett brett
engagemang som aktiverar manga. Men vi
vet att det behovs och att det kan leda till

framsteg.

Ett problem &r svarigheterna att fa insyn i de
processer som forbereder topp-motena i
Accra och Doha.

Utgangspunkten 4dr att
bistandseffektivitet inte kan uppnas
utan utvecklingseffektivitet och
dirmed ar manskliga rattigheter,
jamstalldhet och miljohansyn centrala
element.

e Agandeskapet ska vara
demokratiskt, vilket betyder att
medborgarna maste fa insyn och
mojlighet att ge rost at sina
synpunkter.
